· We are all cyborgs: mix of different traditions

· Argues for pleasure in the mix

· Argues for responsibility in their construction

· Post gender world

· No innocence or dreams

· Boundary crossings:

· Human vs animal (rights)
· Animal-human vs machines

· Physical vs non-physical (machines ubiquitous and invisible)

· She breaks dualisms ex. Mind/body, animal/machine

· “There is nothing about being female that naturally binds women”, relates to Sandoval “oppositional consciousness”, vs. membership in established categories of race, sex or class

· Against all –isms
